Re: 2008 Scotts Valley Police Department Activity Report 

Dear Mayor and City Council Members: 

It is my pleasure to present to the citizens of Scotts Valley, the City Council and the City Manager our 2008 Scotts Valley Police 
Department Activity Report. The report contains a comprehensive analysis of our activity last year. 

Our Part I Crimes (murder, rape, robbery, assault, burglary, theft, motor vehicle thefts and arson) declined slightly by 5%. Our 
Part II Crimes (all other crimes not included in Part I) decreased by 24%. Miscellaneous activity increased somewhat by 7%. 

One of my on-going goals as Chief of Police is to recruit and retain quality personnel, as well as maintain staffing levels. In 2008 
we hired Officers Kevin Gorman and Mason Mineni. We also completed the background and testing of Ohio Police Officer 
Brandon Polito, who officially was hired on February 2, 2009. Emergency dispatchers Amber Bongio and Shannon Rybczynski 
joined our communications unit in 2008, resulting in a fully staffed 9-1-1 Communications Center. 

Interpreting statistics can be difficult, but I believe our nearly fully staffed department is responsible for the declines in Part I and 
Part II crimes. More officers on the street and an efficient 9-1-1 center have a strong effect on deterring criminal activity. 
Increased patrol staffing also effects response times. I'm pleased to report that our average response time was 2 minutes, 57 
seconds, which is just below our traditional goal of under 3 minutes. 

Our goal for 2008 was to complete an ambitious upgrade of our entire 9-1-1 Communications Center, to include new narrowband 
compliant radios, phones, and security equipment, GIS mapping and more. Services Supervisor Tamera Melrose and her capable 
team did an outstanding job on this immense project. I'm happy to report that we have achieved this important goal. 

The DARE Program was reimplemented in 2008 and Detective Freeman has done a fine job teaching all of the 5th and yth graders 
in Scotts Valley. Lieutenant John Hohmann taught Scotts Valley High School students this year about criminal justice as part of 
their Regional Occupation Program. 

Judicious use of grants has helped us acquire a new $22,000 Hostage Negotiation's Throw Phone; repaint our patrol fleet to 
traditional black and white; purchase a stand-alone radar pole for Bethany Drive, as well as hand held traffic radars. Detective 
Jamie Gauthier did extensive research leading to the acquisition of a bulletproof Brinks truck, donated by Brinks for use by our 
SWAT Team. 

There were many successes in 2008 for the Scotts Valley Police Department, thanks to the hard work and dedication of our 
professional staff as well as support from our City Council and City Manager. Goals for 2009 include professional development 
of our personnel as well as updating our Mobile Data Computers and Records Management Systems. We also hope to field a 
School Resource Officer at Scotts Valley High School if staffing levels allow in the coming year. We want the citizens of Scotts 
Valley to have exemplary law enforcement services and will earnestly work towards that ideal.
